Planning for College Highlights 
*Tips for the Senior Year!
· Pass all classes with a "C" or better, take SAT's more than once if desired, do so before the December deadline!

· Apply for CSU starting October 1 at www.csumentor.edu and UC November 1-30 ONLY at www.universityofcalifornia.edu/admissions 
· If applying to UC remember BOTH the SAT Reasoning and Subject must be completed by the December deadline because the colleges are evaluating the application for admission.  Yes, students apply in November but tell the colleges on the application they are taking the SAT/ACT in December. 
· Deadline for both CSU and UC is November 30th

· Community College will take anybody as long as they are 18 years old or high school graduate- no testing required.
· Do NOT get lazy ‘senioritis’- the senior year DOES count even after you are admitted.  Getting a ‘D’ grade can jeopardize your admission and it can be taken away so stay strong.
*Tips for the junior year:
Testing:  In order to get into a four year college or university juniors are encouraged to take their college placement tests in the Spring Semester (SAT/ACT):

· Take SAT Reasoning for CSU,UC 4-year private and out of state schools register at www.collegeboard.com (community colleges do NOT require any testing)
· Take SAT Subject Test (for UC & check to see if the private or out of state school requires them)
· ACT take with writing for UC and without for CSU. Register at www.actstudent.org 

*Pass ALL of your classes with a C or better!!!!

· Make up any "D's" or "Fails" ASAP!!!

*Begin to look at colleges and visit the campus if possible. Make sure that the colleges have the major you want.

*A-G Requirements used by ALL 4-year college/universities  
· 4 years of English

· 3 years of Math (Algebra 1, Geometry, Algebra 2) minimum
· 2 years of History

· 2 years of Science (1 yr. Biology and 1 yr. of Physics or Chemistry)

· 2 years of the same Foreign Language

· 1 year of an Elective

· 1 year of Visual Art (Art/Music)
· Some private or selective schools may have additional requirements so important to check with the college

*UC Requirements:

· Same as above except UC's require SAT Reasoning and SAT Subject tests

· Personal statement, activities, honors/awards

*Get Involved!

· Join clubs

· Apply for Knights and Knightettes

· Become a Peer College Advisor

· Volunteer in the community: feed the homeless, church work etc.

· Focus on volunteer work or internship that deals with your perspective
major or career.

· Take on leadership roles!

* Tips for Sophomores & Freshmen:
· Start thinking about post graduation plans

· Are you going to go to college, the military or are you going to go to work after graduation?

· What do you want to be or do in life?

· Get good grades! DO NOT wait until Junior or even senior year to decide to get good grades!

· Colleges look at every year!  GPA’s for college are calculated on grades earned in the sophomore and junior year!
· Fix any grades of “D” or “Fail” because they do NOT count for college & you may be delinquent in meeting the A-G requirements if you don’t fix them ASAP

· Get involved! Especially important in applying to private or UC schools to show long term involvement
